All of the old timing errors from the old, yellow-
covered edition have been genetically passed along to the new, blue-covered edition. There are six beats in the bass 
clef's last measure of White Sails - a tune that's in 5-4 time. There's a 4-4 time signature in The Birch Tree which is 
notated with two quarter note beats in a measure. Overall this is a great method book but I wish the publisher would
